Financial Disclosure – Uniform Financial Report

Enclosed, you will find a diskette containing the current templates for completing the fiscal year 2000 Uniform Reporting System Annual Financial Report and Annual Wage and Salary Survey, as well as the supplemental Revenue Summary.  The Uniform Report template has been revised as of 09/05/2000 to accommodate several minor changes that have been implemented. 

A NEW ELECTRONIC TRANSMITTAL PROCEDURE IS REQUIRED WITH THE FY 2000 DATA as described in the enclosed instructions.  A special user name and password are included with this mailing that will be necessary in submitting your Uniform Report files.  You should avoid using any previous template versions in submitting current data.  The new template as of 09/05/2000 is the only version that will be accepted for the FY 2000 data.  

The first template change is a revision of the Worksheet 4A to include the details that are required in the UFR instructions but are sometimes overlooked.  This new format should provide a clearer understanding of the requirements of this worksheet.

The remainder of the changes relate to the inclusion of several additional “user specified” lines in the report that will accommodate the needs of hospitals which may have information that would not fit into any of the standard line descriptions.  Lines 36B Other(Specify); 59D and 59E; 63A, B, and C; and 91 Other(Specify) have been added to provide additional space which will eliminate the need of changing the standard line descriptions.  As such, ONLY USER SPECIFIABLE LINE ITEM, AND/OR COLUMN DESCRIPTIONS SHOULD BE CHANGED.  

As a reminder the supplemental worksheet “Revenue Summary”, with instructions is included on the disks.  This utility worksheet is a summary of revenue by selected departments and includes a breakdown of the professional component.  This worksheet helps to facilitate the breakdown of the inpatient and outpatient portions for each part of Worksheet 9, and should properly reflect the hospital based physician revenue, which will be beneficial in the benchmarking process.  

The new templates are in EXCEL.xls format. (Version 5.0/95 Workbook)  Refer to the Uniform Reporting System instructions for guidance in determining the data to be entered into the templates.   

Note that this is a new template and while we have tested it and believe it functions properly, the hospital is ultimately responsible for the accuracy of the data submitted to this agency.

When submitting your FY 2000 Uniform Report and Annual Wage and Salary Survey, and Revenue Summary please be aware that the electronic transmittal will be your official report.  However, we will still require a printed copy as well, until the new submission procedure has been perfected.  Once you have electronically transmitted the completed official files, submit the printed copy to the Data and Public Information Division.
